The appearance of the work shows little degree of control for the media and techniques and was painted/drawn poorly. Numerous sloppy errors in carelessness detract from the work so much so that parts of the design are unrecognizable.Many (30% or more) of the colors and their values are muddy and inaccurately blended.  

The appearance of the work shows a moderate degree of control for the media and techniques and was painted/drawn fairly well. There are some noticeable errors in the painting and they interfere some with the final work. Some (15%) of the colors are muddy and inaccurately mixed. OR some of the colors are not located in their proper place on the wheel.
