COURSE DESCRIPTION:

During the first quarter of this course, students will gain confidence in their observational skills
using a variety of materials, such as charcoal, oil pastel, pen and ink, scratchboard and color pencil
 and sculpture. Fundamentals discussed include composition, perspective, texture, and the effective
 use of line, edges, and value. The second quarter will consist of art methods using acrylic and 
watercolor paints, and clay. Topics will include basic color theory, color mixing, 3D design and
 visual communication. Students will gain the basic skills necessary to create artworks that are both
 accurate and expressive.
TURNING IN WORK:

1. DUE DATES: All due dates will be posted on the calendar that is hanging on the  

door. It is your responsibility to check those dates. I suggest that you use your agenda  

book provided by MMS to keep track. Work is due under the sign that says…
